Our Example In Life and in Ministry

I. Jesus Our Example
   A. Jesus had 2 main reasons for coming to earth: Mt 20:28.

   B. The 2nd reason was to be our example in life and ministry.
II.  Jesus Our Example in Life: 
   A. In suffering: 1P2:19-23, 
   B. In loving people: Jn 13:34. “This is my Commandment that ye love on another as I have
   C. In fact, in all that we do: 1Jn 4:17. IOW, “As He is so are we in this world.”
III.  Jesus Our Example in Ministry

   A. He told us to do the same works He did:

     1. Jn 14:10-12 , “shall ye do, but not yet, 
     2. Mt 28:18-20  “go ye and teach all nations” … I’ve risen now; it’s getting close now…
     3. Mk 16:15 “go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature”), …even closer

     4. Lk 24:47  “it’s almost time to go, when you go, start in Jerusalem”.
   B. He told us to do them same way He did. 
     1. Acts 10:38. The Father waited to give Jesus the Power until the time was right at age 30, 
     2. Jn 17:18-20, 20:21-22.,In the same way His Father sent Jesus, He told us to go also… 
     3. Lk 24:49, but to wait for the Power Promised by my Father. Our example once again.
   C. They did as He said. 
     1. They waited for the Power just as He did, and told them to do: Acts Lk 24:49, Acts 1:4-5,8,

     2. They received it just as He did in the river Jordan, but this time in Jerusalem. Acts 2:1-4.
     3. And started right where they were, and as He said. – in Jerusalem. Acts 2:14,37, 38, 41. 
   D.   One of the problems we Christians have in carrying out the Great Commission is that 
          we’ve received Jesus as our Savior, but never waited for the power in the Baptism in the 
          Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking in tongues before starting out to preach, teach, 
          heal, encourage, give, show mercy, give help, etc. As we’ve seen in our other lessons on 
          the Holy Spirit, it is this 2nd experience with the Holy Spirit that enables us to use the Gifts 
          and Power of the Holy Spirit in our ministry.

___. Jesus said in Jn 13:34, “this is my commandment that ye love your brother as yourselves”.

___. The Bible tells us that as Jesus is, so are Christians when they get to heaven. 1Jn 4:17.

___. But Jesus also said not to do these works the same way He did, since He is God.

___. When Jesus told His disciples to go into all the world and preach the gospel, he meant for them to go right then.
___. No, He wanted them to wait for the power to do these works first.

___. That Power is the Holy Spirit who will do the works without our help.

___.  No, the Holy Spirit is our helper and will help us to do the works. 

___. One of the problems Christians have experienced in doing the works of Jesus is that we’ve received Jesus as Savior, but never yet received the power we need to do the works.
___. This power comes in what the Bible calls the “Promise of the Father” & the “Baptism in the Holy Spirit”. This power is available to all believers.

___.  In Mark 16 when Jesus said believers would speak in tongues, He meant that only those believers who He called to have this ability would do so.

___.  Jesus wanted believers to preach the gospel and do the works He did, but only after they received the power to do these works. Without this power, we won’t be as effectual in doing these works.
___. Jesus was anointed by His Father with the Holy Spirit to do the works He did.

___. Christians are to do the works that Jesus did, anointed in the same way Jesus was, and with the same Holy Spirit Jesus had.

___. Jesus is the Head of the Body of Christ and will do the works on earth that need to be done.

___. No, Jesus is Head of the Body, but He will stay in heaven while His Body on earth does the works. 

___. His Body is composed of all people on the earth who believe He is God.

___. God expects believers to learn about Him primarily through the church they go to. 

___ No, our church may be one source of teaching, but the Bible should be our final authority on truth.

___. All Christians are members of the Church which is the Body of Christ. Col 1:18.
___. All Christians have received some gift that they are to use in doing the works of Jesus.
