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The Body of Christ – Part 1
I.   “The Body of Christ”

The previous lesson series, ‘Jesus Our Example’  taught us that  believers are to do the same works He did while He was on earth, (Jn 14:10-12) in the same way that He did them and that He would be our example in doing these works. This series of lessons teaches us how we will be doing these works in the present day.

 A. Jesus has set up a way to for us to do His works on earth, It’s called the Body of Christ. 
  1. Each born again Christian is a Member of this Body. Rom 12:5. 
  2. Jesus is the Head of the Body sitting at the Father’s right hand making plans for and   
      giving instructions to, the Body. Eph 1:16-23
  3. His Body is the Church. Col 1:18.
  4. He gives His Body Gifts and Ministries to accomplish the works and carry out His will. 
    a) Rom 12:3-8 (gifts & ministries), 
    b) 1Cor 12:27-28 (ministries), 
    c) 1Cor 12: 4-12 (gifts), 
    d) Eph 4:7-16 (ministries). More about these gifts and ministries later.
II. The Secret To Doing the Works

 A. This is a great mystery.  A mystery hidden for ages but now revealed: Col 1:18, 25-29,
       Eph 5:30-32 . “He’s  in us; that’s why He refers to Christians as “His Body”.     

 B. We need to know two main things about this: 

  1) God has a method in place for us to do the Works He has called us to do called the Body of    
      Christ on earth which operates under directions of the Head of the Body, who is Jesus.

  2) The Body gets power to do the works by the Holy Spirit who lives in every member of His 
       Body. Jesus tells the Holy Spirit what He wants done, the Holy Spirit informs us, then, as we 
       step out in obedience, the Holy Spirit provides the power to do the work. 
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___. When Jesus came to earth He laid aside being God and was just a man.

___.  Jesus said that the works He did would be done by believers too.

____. Yes, but that was for the believers back then and has been done away with today.
___.  No, I am one of the believers that will be doing these works.

___. The works of Jesus were all miracles.

___. If Jesus would have come to earth with all His Godly powers, He wouldn’t have been able to be our example, since there is no way Christians could do works  He did as God.
___. That’s why Jesus laid aside His Godly powers for awhile – so he could be our example and so that we could do the works He did.

___. Christians have the same Holy Spirit Jesus had empowering Him, empowering them.

___, Most believers are members of the Body of Christ.

___. The Body of Christ is also called the Church and is made up of all born again believers.
