   c. Summary: Jesus as the Head of the Body decides what He wants the Body to do, then He 
       directs the Holy Spirit dwelling in each Member to inform each Member what their 
       individual part is in accomplishing this. Paul, inspired by the Holy Spirit,  put it this way:

For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure (as the Head of th Church).

Whereunto I also labour, striving according to his working, which worketh in me mightily. “If I don’t get to teach soon, I’ll explode…”
 3. Through stepping out in faith in the power of the Holy Spirit to do what we have heard.

  a) Mark 16:15-20. 
15
And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.

16
He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.

17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues;

18.They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.

19 So then after the Lord had spoken unto them, he was received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of God.

  b) Acts 16:6-10 Here’s an example of Paul & Silas stepping out in faith and having the Holy Spirit right there to “guide then into all truth”.
