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Gifts and Ministries in the Body – Part  2
Manifestations of the Spirit – The Word of Wisdom & Word of Knowledge
I. The Reason for the Gifts, Administration and Operations. 1Cor 12:1, 4-7.
A. The Gifts (Manifestations of the Spirit) are spontaneously given as the Spirit wills through a Spirit filled believer to ‘profit’ (Thayer: ‘be better for’) an individual or group (1Cor 12:7).
B. The Administrations of the Lord are permanent ministries given by the Lord to ‘perfect and edify’ the Body, & to do the ‘work of the ministry’ either to the Body or to the world (Eph 4:12).

C. Diversities of Operations of God are given to either: 
1.  Demonstrate Sovereign acts of God not using a human as a channel that are given to bring forth some manifestation of His power to or for humanity in ways not expressed by the 9 manifestations of the Spirit or by the Administrations of the Lord. Ex: Creation, The Flood, Jn 5 healings, Mount of Transfiguration experience, Man’s Redemption, and many more.
2. Manifest Diverse Operations of God’s Power accomplished different ways; for example the 6 healings of blind persons in gospels, all by different methods but all by God through His Spirit using Jesus as a channel to minister the healings as directed by God’s Spirit
3. Not a gift or ministry in the Body. Included here for completeness in explaining 1Cor 12:4-6.

II.  Manifestations (gifts) of the Spirit: 
A. 1Cor 12:7-11. “Gift” – ‘charis’. A spontaneous  manifestation of the Spirit given to immediately profit a  person or group. Faith is not required by the one(s) receiving the gift, but only by the one exercising the gift. 3 gifts say something, 3 do something & 3 reveal something.
B. Brief description of the neine manifestations of the Spirit. All are supernatural and always ‘profit’ someone:

1. Word of Wisdom (R) – Revelation by the Holy Spirit of a future plan or purpose in the mind of God. Jesus foretelling destruction of Jerusalem. Agabus telling of a coming famine. Me seeing a church service in a dream that happened later that day exactly like I saw it. “Seeing” in a dream a couple I’d never meet, but would, through a new work of God in my life, be able to help them.
2. Word of Knowledge (R) – Revelation by the Holy Spirit of certain facts in the present or past known by God. Jesus at the well when He knew about the woman’s past. Jn 5 when Jesus knew the man had the infirmity a long time and also knew He had sinned, and many more. Me seeing in a dream a “Word” Cart halfway up a Hill gave me a revelation of where I was in preparation for my final ministry as prophesied many years earlier in a Word of Wisdom.
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___. The Gifts or Manifestations of the Spirit are full time ministries given to profit the BOC.

___. No,  these 9 gifts are spontaneously given as the Spirit wills through a Spirit filled believer.

___. The reason for these 9 gifts is so that the one or ones to whom the gift is ministered may ‘profit’.

___. 3 gifts reveal something, 3 gifts say something, and 3 gifts do something.
