Manifestations of the Spirit (cont’d) – The Gift of Faith 

II.  Manifestations (gifts) of the Spirit (cont’d): 

3. Gift of Faith (D) 1Cor 12:9. – Special faith for miracles not promised by God’s written or spoken Word (Rom 10:17). Raising the dead is an example where special faith is required. However healing for ourselves is not a miracle and does not require special faith or the gift of healings because it is a specific promise provided in our redemption that we may use our normal faith to obtain. Mt 8:17, 1P 2:24.
a) Word based Faith

First we will discuss the Faith received by believing God’s Word. Normally it would be His written Word as defined in Rom 10:17, but it could His verbal Word especially in the OT when there was no written Word. This Faith is produced by knowing what the Word says and acting on that. It is believing that God will honor His Word in a particular area. It comes when we know what His Word says about a particular thing and believe it. This is the type of faith discussed almost exclusively in our lessons. This faith is available to any believer who hears and believes the Word in a particular area. Thus a believer who hears the Word on the baptism in the Spirit and believes it, has the faith to receive it. This faith is specific to the Word heard. Hear the Word on healing and receive faith for healing, hear the word on salvation and received faith for salvation, etc, etc.
b) Three  miracles through verbal, Word based faith. Naaman healed of leprosy: 2K5:1-14. Elijah’s provision – 2 miracles: 1K17:1-16. Peter walking on water: Mt 14:25-31
c) The Gift of Faith (or Gift of Special Faith) 
The Gift of Faith is different from Word based faith. This type of faith comes from God through the Spirit filled believer without any promise or Word from God so that He may receive a miracle – for something not specifically promised in or from God’s Word. (If it were promised by His Word, Word based Faith would be sufficient as it could be thus obtained through the Word).
One thing that is interesting here is that Faith is so important to God, that when there is no specific promise in the Word so as to obtain faith to receive a miracle. God will provide the faith when He wants a miracle worked. This gift does not work the miracle itself which is a different manifestation of the Spirit, but it is the most important as it provides the faith to work the miracle without which no miracle could be produced. Thus, one gift receives the miracle (the gift of faith), and another gift works the miracle (the gift of working of miracles). This special faith, unlike word based faith, is supernatural and is given only as the Spirit wills.
d) Examples: Gift of Faith for:

  i)  Personal Protection: Dan 6:16,17,19-23. “…no hurt…because he believed in his God.”
  ii) Raising the Dead: Jn 11:1-44. Many examples in Word. ITC, 3 Gifts work together. GOF,  
       WOM, & GOH. Few are raised from the dead as it takes this special faith to call a spirit back 
       and few have all 3 of these gifts operating in their lives. 
  iv) Special miracles:  Acts 19:11
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___. The Gift of Special Faith comes from hearing the Word of God.

___. The Gift of Special Faith is one of the three gifts that DO something.

___. The Gift of Special Faith is a supernatural gift that only comes when, if and as the Spirit wills.

___.  All the Gifts or Manifestations of the Spirit are supernatural gifts or manifestations.
