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Gifts and Ministries in the Body – Part  4
Manifestations of the Spirit (cont’d) – The Gifts of Healing  
I. 1Cor 12:7-11. Some general points to make about the Gifts, especially Gifts of Healing: 
1. Jesus went to the person when GOH (or any gift) was in manifestation. This is because when the Holy Spirit wishes to manifest the gift through us, it means we must be in the presence the one or the group to whom the Holy Spirit wishes to receive the gift. However, when the person came to Jesus for healing, that usually meant their faith would be required for the healing to take place.
2. When this gift or any gift of the Spirit is manifested,  no faith is required to receive it on the part of the one being ‘profited’. However, it does take faith to obey God and operate in the gift.
3. The GOH especially, are usually manifested to those who, through no fault of their own, do not know enough, or for some other valid reason, are unable to receive from God by Word based faith, so our loving God often uses the gifts of the Spirit to minister to them. Some examples might be baby Christians, non-believers and those who have never heard the gospel. This is why the gifts are often seen more extensively in the mission fields. Believers should know they’ve healing provided in their redemption & need only to hear, believe and act upon this redemptive truth to be healed.
4. Every gift is supernatural and is manifested only when the Holy Spirit wills. For example, healing through medicine and doctors, though welcomed, would not be a manifestation of GOH.

5. Since Jesus didn’t minister as God, Jesus was anointed with Holy Spirit before He worked any miracles or healed anyone (Acts 10:38, Jn 14:10, Lk 4:18). So too, we must also be anointed first.

6. Jesus was anointed w/Spirit w/o measure (Jn 3:34) so He operated in all gifts, but we’re anointed by measure (‘to one is given’ + Eph 4:7,13), so we won’t individually. But we will collectively (Jn 14:12). 

II.  Manifestations (gifts) of the Spirit (cont’d): 

4. Gifts of Healing (D) –  One of many methods of healing the sick – faith in the one being healed normally not required, but is required in the one ministering the gift, but is only manifested as the Spirit wills. In other methods of healing, faith is usually required, but may be initiated at our will.
A. Two examples where the GOH were used in the NT:

1) Jn 5:1-16,19, 6:1.  Man with infirmity for 38 years. WOK (2), WOW, GOH.
Key Points: Jesus went to Jerusalem specifically for man (vs 5:1:6:1). He saw Himself heal the man (vs 19, WOW.). Jesus initiated contact, He went to him & spoke to him. Jesus knew by WOK the man had been that way a long time. He also knew by WOK that sin was the cause, and this had opened the door to the devil who is the author of sickness (Acts 10:38). The man used no faith of his own.

2) Acts 3:1-8, 16. Lame man at the Gate Beautiful. WOK, GOH, GOF? (vs 16)
Key Points: Peter went to man and spoke to him. They went daily (Acts 2:46) and the man was laid there daily (Acts 3:2). The Holy Spirit didn’t manifest the gift until they arrived at the gate on this particular day (as He wills) even though they must have passed him daily. Peter knew by WOK the man would be healed right then. The man used no faith of his own, although Peter used His faith to obey the Holy Spirit & operate the gift and to use the Name of Jesus. We can lay hands on the sick by Mk 16:18 whenever we like, but we can’t guarantee the healing will be instantaneous and require no faith like in the GOH. In fact, usually the contrary is true. They “begin to amend” at the instant hands are laid upon them, and their faith over a period of time will cause the healing to manifest. Anointing with oil is similar to GOH in that no particular faith on one healed is required. 
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___. When the GOH are in manifestation, the person through whom the gift is manifested usually goes to the person and/or calls out the person to whom the gift is to be manifested.

___. This GOH is usually manifested when we have a great desire that the one who needs healing, be healed.
___. No, we cannot pick the time and place for the GOH to be manifested because this gift is only manifested as the Holy Spirit wills.

___. Therefore, unless the GOH are in manifestation, the person will not be healed by God. 

___. When the GOH are in operation, the faith of the one being healed is very important.
___. The GOH are usually manifested to those who, through no fault of their own, do not know enough, or for some other valid reason, are unable to receive from God by Word based faith.
___. Believers should know they have healing provided in their redemption & need only to hear, believe and act upon this redemptive truth to be healed.

___. Every gift of the nine gifts is supernatural and is manifested only when the Holy Spirit wills. 
___. Healing through medicine and doctors would be a good example of the GOH.
___. No, healing through medicine and doctors is a blessing to mankind, but is not a supernatural gift as the GOH are.

___. Jesus was anointed w/Spirit w/o measure so He operated in all gifts, but we’re anointed by measure, so we won’t individually minister in all the gifts, but we will collectively as the BOC .
___. The GOH is one of the nine gifts that SAY something.

___. The GOH are often manifested with other gifts such as the WOW and/or the WOK as we saw in the cases of the Man at the pool of Bethesda and the man at the gate Beautiful.
