Manifestations of the Spirit (cont’d) - Working of Miracles 

II.  Manifestations (gifts) of the Spirit (cont’d):  1Cor 12:1, 7-11.
5. “Working of Miracles” (D) – Def’n: A miracle is a supernatural intervention in  the normal course of nature that cannot be explained by laws of science and is exercised as the Spirit wills. 
A. A beautiful sunrise or the birth of a child would not be supernatural, nor an intervention in the normal course of nature and, are therefore not miracles. Likewise, even though some healings seem like miracles to us, by our definition they would not be “working of miracles” since healings are something that is natural for the body, are provided in the redemption of man and some healings have been give separate distinction in GOS as GOH. Similarly, the other 8 gifts of the Spirit, including GOH would not be miracles, even though they too are supernatural, since they also have been given separate distinction in the Word of God.

 B. In WOM, we know what happened, where it happened, when it happened and normally even why it happened, but we don’t know how it happened. That’s why it’s a miracle. The “how” is supernatural but, amazingly, in modern times, is worked by God through imperfect people called “believers” who are anointed with His Spirit. 
C. Fact: No one in Bible was in involved in working a miracle from God without the anointing of the Holy Spirit in some form. In the OT, the Spirit of God would come upon the Prophet and God would work a miracle through the Prophet, and occasionally others at various times as God willed. In the NT gospels, Jesus was the only one working miracles and that didn’t happen until His anointing with the Holy Spirit in the river Jordan (Acts 10:38) and this would be the pattern from then on. Jesus was 30 years old when He worked His first miracle at Cana. Then in Acts, after the Holy Spirit was given to believers at Pentecost, we see Spirit anointed believers working miracles, including Stephan, a Spirit filled layman, a server of tables, who worked great wonders and miracles as the Spirit willed (Acts 6:8). This working of miracles is still going on today through Spirit filled believers as prophesied by Jesus in Jn 14:12.
D. Some Examples of WOM in the OT: 

  1. God delivering the Israelites from Egyptian bondage through Moses. Aaron’s rod budded,        
      and was later turned into a snake. The 10 plagues. The parting of the Red Sea, etc. 

  2. The provision of Elijah and the widow of Zarephath 1K 17:1-7,8-16.  

  3. Raising the widow’s son from the dead. 1K 17:17-24.
  4. The anointing of Elisha, and Elijah and Elisha dividing the waters:1K 19:16-21, 2K 2:1-15. 

  5. The provision of Elisha and the widow woman filling all her vessels with oil. 2K 4:1-7.
  6. Elisha raising the woman’s son from the dead 2K 4:8-37, and many more
E. Some Examples of WOM in the NT: 

  1. Jesus: Turning water into wine (Jn 1:29-33, 2:1-11) feeding the 5000, and the 4000 calming 
      of  the storm, two miraculous catches of fish, the instant replacement of Malchus’ right ear. 
  2. Peter and Jesus walking on water. Mt 14:23-32. 

  3. Jesus (3 recorded) & Paul raising the dead (Acts 20:9), Miracles of Stephan (Acts 6:1-8), etc.

  4. Paul striking Elymas the sorcerer blind for a season (Acts 13:8), and many more.
These are all cases of divine intervention into the normal course of nature, not explainable by the laws of science, nor can the process be examined by the 5 senses. All are examples of miracles by the Spirit of God worked through Spirit anointed believers when, and as, the Spirit wills.
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___. A miracle is a gift or manifestation of the Spirit that reveals something.

___. A miracle is a supernatural intervention in  the normal course of nature that cannot be explained by laws of science and is exercised as the Spirit wills. 
___. A brown cow eating green grass and producing white milk is a miracle.

___. When I get a fever and a virus and pray and then get better, it’s a miracle.

___. When someone is raised from the dead, that would be a miracle.

___. They may also need to be healed by the gifts of healing or some other method so they don’t die from the same thing again.

___. Healing from a sickness or disease is not a miracle since that is the natural function of the body and since healing has already been paid for in the atonement of Christ and is a free gift for everyone who believes.

___. Healing has also been given a separate distinction in the WOG and in the GOS.

___. In WOM, we know what happened, when it happened, where it happened and how it happened, but we don’t know why it happened.
___. To be used by God in the WOM, one must be anointed by and filled with the Holy Spirit.
