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Gifts and Ministries in the Body-Part 8
Manifestations of the Spirit (cont’d) – Devotional Tongues – Part 1
1Cor 12:1, 4-7,28. There is much confusion between private, “Devotional Tongues” which are privately uttered, and Divers Tongues, which is one of the 9 gifts of the Spirit, which are uttered publicly and meant to be interpreted.  In this lesson and the next, we will discuss Devotional Tongues, and then, in HBS-142, the last two of the nine GOS - Divers Tongues and Interpretation of Tongues. 
I. What are Tongues? (see also: “Gifts of the Spirit”- HBS-91) 
  A. supernatural utterance inspired by the Holy Spirit in a language never learned and not understood  
       by the one speaking and usually not understood by the hearers. No one in the OT or in the gospels 
       spoke with or interpreted tongues. It is a dispensation of the New Covenant only. 
  B. There are 2 types: 

    1. “Devotional Tongues” which is spoken as the speaker wills anytime after his initial infilling with 
         Holy Spirit, and, 
    2. “Divers Tongues” which is 1 of the 9 GOS spoken only as the Spirit wills and must be 
          interpreted. ( HBS-142)
II. Devotional Tongues (also called “Praying in the Spirit”) This is the Predominant Type of Tongues. 

  A.  Prayer in a language never learned by the speaker. Done in private, or quietly in a public stetting. 

  B. Jesus is the Baptizer in the Holy Spirit Mt 3:11, Acts 2:3. Jesus wants all believers to speak with 
       Devotional Tongues. Mk 16:15-18.
  C. Devotional Tongues is the initial sign of the Baptism in the Holy Spirit (BITHS) and all that 
       receive the BITHS (i.e. who are filled with the Spirit) will receive utterance (prompting) from the 
       Holy Spirit to speak in this new language, but we must speak it out. Acts 2:1-4.
  D. The BITHS is a 2nd experience subsequent to salvation. In 1st experience (the New Birth), the Holy 
       Spirit comes in your spirit to dwell from now on. In the 2nd experience the Holy Spirit comes on 
       you for service. Jn 20:22 vs Lk 24:46-49, Acts 1:13-15, 2:1-4. Speaking in tongues always 
       accompanies this 2nd Holy Spirit experience (which is also called, “being filled with the Spirit”). 
  E. Devotional Tongues is the primary use of tongues. It’s not one of 9 GOTS. It is spoken as the 
      Spirit filled believer wills, for life.
  F. “Praying in tongues” = “Praying in the Spirit”. Both used interchangeably in Bible. 1Cor 14:2,14.
  G. You can pray in Devotional Tongues anytime or anywhere you’re alone and your mind is inactive 
        such as: mowing the lawn, riding your bike, riding in the car, weeding the garden, sewing, 
        shoveling snow, etc. This is a way to pray virtually “without ceasing”. Eph 6:18, 1Thess 5:17.
  H.  I very much recommend pray in Devotional Tongues daily for at least 15 minutes initially, 
        building up to an hour or more, for the reasons discussed in the next lesson.. I’ve done this daily 
       for over 40 years and it has strengthened my spiritual life immensely. Jude 20, 1Cor 14:4.

___. There are two types of these supernatural tongues.

___. One type could be called Devotional tongues which is done privately between the speaker and God.

___. The other type is called Divers tongues in the KJV, is one of the 9 gifts of the Spirit, and is meant to be interpreted.

___. Devotional tongues is only spoken as the Spirit wills, whereas Divers tongues may be spoken any time the believer so desires.

___. The terms “praying in the Spirit” and “praying in (devotional) tongues mean the same thing  because the scriptures 1Cor 14:2, 14-15 tell us so.

___. Devotional tongues is one of the 9 gifts of the Spirit.

___. To speak in tongues, one must be filled with the Holy Spirit (or Baptized in the Holy Spirit) first.

___. This is an experience which is equivalent to receiving Jesus as Savior.

___. No this is an separate experience that I may receive after receiving Jesus as Savior and after becoming a believer.

___. I receive this second experience so I can receive the supernatural power to do the things Jesus has called me to do.

___. In the first experience of receiving Jesus as Savior, the Holy Spirit comes within me to live forever, is the assurance of my salvation, and assists in developing the fruit of the Spirit within me.

___. In the second experience of receiving the Baptism in the Holy Spirit, the Holy Spirit comes upon me with the power to serve in whatever way He has called me to serve.

___. I must become a believer by accepting Jesus as my Savior prior to receiving this 2nd experience.

___. You can pray in Devotional Tongues anytime or anywhere you’re alone & your mind is inactive.
___. This is the only way to pray. Scripture? _______.
