Manifestations of the Spirit (cont’d) – Devotional Tongues – Part 2

Note: I wish to give Kenneth E. Hagin’s  minibook, “Why Tongues”  credit as a partial source, in addition to God’s Word and my own experience, in compiling this list. 
“Devotional Tongues is a supernatural utterance inspired by the Holy Spirit in a language never learned and not understood by the speaker that has great benefits to the one speaking and great advantages when used in prayer.”  This lesson is about those benefits and advantages.  
III. 10 Reasons and Benefits to Pray or Worship in Devotional Tongues

 1.  It’s the initial evidence of being filled with (i.e. baptized in) the Spirit. Acts 2:4. 10:44-46, 
      19:6, etc. God wouldn’t have given us this gift & these 10 reasons and benefits for using it, if we  
      weren’t to use it. Further, Jesus said believers shall speak in tongues. Mk 16:17. Also Paul, who 
      wrote most of the NT, said he wished they all spoke with tongues, 1Cor 14:5, and that he spoke in 
      tongues more than they all, 1Cor 14:18. If that was Jesus’ and Paul’s wish for the early Church, it 
      still holds true for believers today. 
 2.  It keeps our spirit man dominant instead of our flesh, and, in so doing, helps control our tongue. 
      Jas 3:8-10, 1Cor 14:2. 
 3.  It’s an opportunity for our spirit, unencumbered by our mind, to pray; 1Cor 14:2,14-15.         
      These scriptures tell us praying in tongues = praying in the Spirit, We need both.

 4.  It’s a  way to intercede when you don’t know how or for what to pray. Rom 8:26, Eph 6:18. 
      This is a prayer in tongues, prayed by those who are not able to  pray intellectually for a thing or 
       person because key information or even the fact that prayer is needed, may be unknown. Which 
       shall I do then? 1Cor 14:15 tells us to do both. I recommend you  pray first in your native language 
       as much as you know about the situation, and, from then on, pray in tongues.
 5.  It’s a way to supernaturally, thank God in the Spirit. 1Cor14:14-17.
 6. It’s a means of spiritual edification (to build up, embolden, restore). 1Cor 14:4. Paul knew it 
     helped. 1Cor 14:18.     

 7. It’s a ‘stress reliever’. Praying in tongues brings a ‘rest and a refreshing’. 1Cor 14:21, Is 28:9-  
     12,16 
 8.  It’s a  way worship God in Spirit and in Truth, spirit to Spirit. Jn 4:24, Acts 2:11, 10:44-46 

 9.  It’s  a way to ‘build upon’ or increase your conviction of,  the truth of, God’s Word from which 
      the faith you already have, first came. Jd 20. So hear and study the Word and get faith in your 
      heart. Then perfect and strengthen that faith by praying in the Spirit (tongues). This is also a means 
      of  protecting the faith you already have when you hear doctrine contrary to God’s Word. 

 10.  It’s a way to pray virtually ‘without ceasing’ for continual edification, worship, strengthening 
        of your faith, relief of stress and giving of thanks, since the mind isn’t involved – only your spirit. 
        1Cor 14:14, 1Thess 5:17, Eph 6:18.
