Manifestations of the Spirit (cont’d) – Divers (Public) Tongues & Interpretation of Tongues
B. Public Ministry of Tongues (Divers Kinds of Tongues – KJV) 1Cor 12:1,4-7, 27-31
8. Public or ‘Divers’ Kinds of Tongues – KJV means “diversities or kinds of” tongues. (S) – Tongues in unknown language usually spoken aloud in a public gathering and always with the expectation that interpretation will follow and always as the Spirit wills. This gift seen only after Holy Spirit given at Pentecost in Acts 2 & is a dispensation of the New Covenant only. 
9. Interpretation of Tongues (S) – Interpretation of Public or Divers (‘divers’) Tongues. These 2 gifts should always accompany one another and, taken together, are equivalent to the GOP. This gift is also manifested only after Holy Spirit was given at Pentecost. Jesus never operated in these last two gifts, but it can be shown that He did operate in the other seven gifts at various times.
I. The Public Gift of Tongues. 1Cor 12:10.
 1. See definition in “8” above. “Divers tongues” (12:10) or “diversities of tongues” 12:28 means 
     many different languages will be encountered since many different people will have this gift.   

 2. Usually a public utterance and always initiated by the Holy Spirit as He wills.
 3. Not all or, even many, will have this manifested through them; remember, it’s manifested as 
     the Spirit wills – so not all will be used in this gift. 1Cor 12:28-30. However, all Spirit filled 
     believers may speak in Devotional Tongues whenever they choose to do so. Mt 15:16-18.
 4. Interpretation of Tongues is expected to follow public ministry of tongues. 1Cor 14:26-28.

II. Interpretation of Tongues. 1Cor 12:10.
 1. DT + IOT is equivalent to Prophecy  (just in 2 steps instead of one). 

 2. It’s not “translation’ of or ‘word for word’  tongues. 
 3. Why both? It’s my belief that we’re all at different faith levels and some are more inclined to 
      speak out in front of a group than others and, since God doesn’t want to leave anyone out due 
      to personality issues, He has provided two means to minister to and edify a group.
 4.  The one speaking forth in tongues publicly requires only enough faith to start speaking in tongues with no responsibility of making sense of what he is saying by having to interpret what he has just spoken.  Likewise the interpreter has had the “ice broken, so to speak and everyone is expecting an interpretation to follow the tongues so it requires less faith than starting out ‘cold turkey’ In contrast to these two gifts, the one who speaks forth in prophecy has to have the faith to ‘break the silence’ and start speaking while at the same time having the faith to then continue to speak the message from the Holy Spirit to the gathering as it is given by the Holy Spirit. Therefore, he must have the faith to do both.

___. In this lesson we will be discussing primarily this 2nd type of tongues plus interpretation of tongues. 

___. Public or ‘Divers’ Kinds of Tongues (KJV) means “diversities” or “kinds of” tongues.
___. This kind of Tongues is in unknown language and usually spoken aloud in a public gathering and always with the expectation that interpretation will follow and it’s always as the Spirit wills.
___. Speaking in tongues, whether public or devotional, is seen only after the Holy Spirit was given at Pentecost in Acts 2 and is a dispensation of the New Covenant only.
___. The New Covenant started when Jesus was born of Mary and began to preach the gospel.

___ Public Tongues in combination with Interpretation of Tongues is equivalent to the WOK. 
___. Public Tongues and Interpretation of Public Tongues are both GOS.

These 2 gifts should always accompany one another and are equivalent to the ____  __  _______.

___. Jesus spoke in devotional tongues quite often.
___. Usually a public utterance in tongues is initiated by the believer as he wills.

___.  Not all or, even many, will have this public gift manifested through them since it’s manifested only as the Spirit wills – not as we will, so not all will be used in this gift. 
___. However, all Spirit filled believers may speak in Devotional Tongues whenever they choose to do so.
___. Interpretation of Tongues is expected to follow the public ministry of tongues.  

___. Interpretation of Tongues is also called  translation of  tongues since it is a word for word translation of what was spoken in public tongues.
