The Holy Spirit as Our Helper (cont’d)

V. The Holy Spirit as Helper for the BOC (cont’d)
In the last Lesson we learned: For all believers, the Holy Spirit helps us as He,
1. Leads and guides us into all Truth. Jn 16:13. 

2. Shows us things to come. Jn 16:13. 

3. Receives orders from the Head for the Body (us). Jn 16:13-15, . 
4. Teaches us all that we need to know spiritually. Jn 14:26. 

5. Brings those things to our remembrance when we need them  Jn 14:26. 

6. Abides with us in our spirit  – forever – in our spirit. Jn 14:16-18. He’ll never leave you.

Now in today’s lesson, we will learn that the Holy Spirit helps us as He, 
7. Gives us The Love we need to keep Jesus’ New Commandment. Jn 13:34.

Jesus told us the Greatest Commandment is Love, and then He gives us the Love we need to keep His commandment. The Holy Spirit brings this Love of God into our heart when He Comes in at the new birth because He is Love. Rom 5:5. Not to respond in love to God and people when we have it in us to do so, quenches the Spirit and we will find little peace and joy in our lives.
8. Works with us in performing the ministry to which Jesus has called us. How?  
  a. Phil 2:13. He works “in you” to both to will and to do God’s will for your life.

  b. Col 1:29. He works “in us” mightily to labor and strive according to His working – not just 
      ours.

  c. The result if we respond to this “working”: He will go with us. Mk 16:20 
  d. If we don’t respond: 1Cor 9:16-18, Rom 11:29. It’s still our job to do and we will still be 
       responsible for it.

  e. The effect upon us when we are in walking in God’s Word and Will, will be Peace and Joy.  
      Rom 12:2-3, 14:17, 15:13.

9. Testifies of Jesus in our ministry. Jn 15:26.
Testimonies, teaching and preaching should glorify Jesus – not ourselves. Continual use of the first person in our ministry such as “I”, “me” and “my” and what I have done or even overemphasis of what God has done in ME are signs of an immature Christian. This is understandable for those young in the Lord, but should, over time, be replaced by an emphasis to what the Word tells us He has done both in and for the BOC, and the rights and privileges we now enjoy due to His mercy and kindness, and how we can best please Him in our daily lives.
10. Witnesses to our spirit that we are the children of God. Rom 8:16.

And, for those believers who are also Baptized in the Holy Spirit:

11. Manifests the 9 Gifts of the Spirit through us to profit others, as He wills. 1Cor 12:4. 

12. Helps us to pray “in the Spirit” (tongues) when we don’t know how or for what to pray. 1Cor  
      14:2, 14, Rom 8:26-27.  As we yield to the Holy Spirit, it can be prayer that is virtually, 
      without ceasing:  1Thess 5:17, Eph 6:18.
