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The Five, Full Time Ministries - An Overview
I. 1Cor12:1, 5-7. Administrations of the Lord.
A. Jesus, the HOC, administers the G&M we will be studying, by both giving the gift in the first place and then by regulating or overseeing the use of the gift.

B. The G&M are summarized in three Chapters in the NT. By this I mean that these 3 chapters taken together will give us an overall summary of these approximately 19 different G&M.

These chapters are: Eph 4, 1Cor 12, and Rom 12. 
C. In these three chapters all the Administration (G&M) of the Lord are listed. There are some duplications, but each list adds some things that are new.

II.  Eph 4:7-14. The Full Time, Five Fold Ministries
A. Jesus the HOC gives the 5 full time ministries, Apostle, Prophet, Evangelist, Pastor, Teacher. 
B. These 5 ministries (or offices) are often called the 5-fold ministry and are the only full time ministries given to the Church. 
C. All of the 5-fold ministries are in operation in the Church to the present day since there will always be people who do not know Christ or will be babes in Christ and need these ministries. (Eph 4:12-14).

D. When God calls anyone to a specific office in the BOC, He gives them the anointing (divine  power) to function effectively in that office. 
E. The “Oil” for all the ministry offices and gifts we will discuss is, Agape Love. Eph 4:1-3.
III. 1Cor 27-28,31. The Ministry of Helps
A. Jesus the HOC here gives one additional ministry - Helps (more later), with subtle emphasis added to some of the ones previously given. Here they are: Apostles, Prophets, Teachers, Miracles, Gifts of Healing, Helps, Governments, and Diversities of Tongues. 
B. We are to covet these gifts.
C. We are again told to use these gifts in “the more excellent way” (1Cor 12:31) – Love. 
IV. Rom 12:3-10. Lay Ministries
A. Jesus, the HOC now gives additional G&M (underlined): Prophecy, ministry, teaching, exhortation, giving, ruling, showing mercy. Many of these ministries will be for the laity – not full time ministries.
B. Here we see, once again, the “oil” needed to operate these ministries effectively. Vss 9-10.
