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The Five, Full Time Ministries – An Overview, Part 2
I. The Division of Ministries in the Church
A. The Five, Full Time Ministry Gifts. Eph 4:8,11
 1. Notice Jesus gave “some” full time ministry gifts (FTMG), Eph 4:11.Only “some” are called 
     to these 5 ministries and those are called by God and not man.

 2. He gave these FTMG for 4 reasons. 

  a. For the perfecting of the saints (believers, BOC, the Church),

  b. For the work of the ministry,

  c. For the edifying of the Body of Christ,

  d. That we henceforth be no more children tossed to and fro by every wind of doctrine.

 3. Notice the completeness and fullness of the FTMG and the bible they will use. Only 5 full 
     time ministries, and one Bible are needed to provide complete ministry to BOC & the World.
   
 4. These 5 ministry gifts have higher degree of anointing on them than those given to the laity. 

 5. Full time ministers (FTM) have a divine call will be known by their power, signs, and 
     anointing, not by a name given by man – either by others or ourselves.
 6. Ministers who claim to have a FTMG, but lack the anointing and power that go with the 
     gift are not called by God and have just put a label on themselves. Those God calls, He 
     equips. 
 7. The anointing on the FTM is greater than that on the layperson in his or her ministry.

 8. God rewards faithfulness to the call, whatever it is, not the seeming importance of the 
     ministry in which He gave the anointing and power to minister. 1Cor 3:8, Rom 12:3. 

B. The Lay Ministry Gifts, Rom 12:1-8.
 1. In contrast with the FTMG, notice here He’s talking  about “brethren”, “every man”, 
   “members”, IOW, most of us, those not in the FTM, IOW the laity – not FTM. This means all 
     members of the BOC will have some one or more of these gifts listed in Romans. 

 2. There is an divine call and anointing on these G&M as well, but it is not as pronounced as 
     the FTM anointing nor are the GOS in the Laity as commonly used or with the same power.

 3. Again divine power and anointing validates the gift, not a name given to us or by us.
In the next few lessons, we will discuss the Full Time Ministry Gifts (FTMG) in more detail. 
Following this, since most of us listening to these lessons are not full time ministers, but are lay people, we plan to examine the Lay Ministry Gifts. Many, if not most, lay people don’t even know they have a ministry gift, so it’s about time we find out what ours is and start using it to bear fruit for the kingdom of God.
