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The Five, Full Time Ministries – The Apostle, Part 1
Note: Much of the material for this teaching and the ones following on the full time ministry gifts were obtained by studying Kenneth E. Hagin’s Outline on: “The Ministry Gifts”, 1993.
I. The Apostle:

A. Apostle: apostolos (ap-os'-tol-os);  messenger, he that is sent, an ambassador of the gospel.

B. The duty of an Apostle: to take the gospel to those who have not heard, start churches and 
     even stay and preach and teach for a period of several months to a few years to establish the 
     people in the faith. In Paul’s missionary journeys, He was doing the classic work of an 
    Apostle. 
C. The Apostle in the early church, since his ministry responsibility is so broad, had a bit of all 
     the 5 FTMG in his calling. 
 1. Like the Prophet, the Apostle received revelation of the gospel message and to whom it is to 
     be preached (Gal 1:11-12, Eph 3:1-6). As we will see later, this type of revelation that 
    comprise the gospels and epistles in the NT, do not come to modern day apostles.

  2. Like the Evangelist the Apostle preached the gospel of salvation by faith in Jesus (Rom 
     15:19-21). 

 3. Like the Teacher, the Apostle taught their new converts (Acts 15:35-36,41) and “confirmed” 
     them  in the faith and, 

 4. Like the Pastor, the Apostle, in the churches they founded, were the effective leader or 
     pastor in these churches from 3 months to 3 years or until the churches were firmly 
     established in the Word and doctrine..

D. The Apostle is not merely “one who goes” to found churches and take the gospel to those who 
     have not heard. He is “one that is “sent” by the Holy Spirit. Acts 13:1-4.
    There is a vast difference between being ‘sent’ and “one who goes’. In Acts 13:1-4, Barnabas 
    & Saul were ‘sent by the Holy Ghost’ and promoted from 2 preachers & teachers to Apostles 
    after this ‘sending’.
E. The Apostle, as well as the other full time ministry gifts are in the Church today. Eph 4:12-14.

  
    We know this since here he’s  talking about “babes in Christ” (that we be no more children)  
    and those who don’t know Jesus yet (until we all come into a unity of the faith and of a 
    knowledge of the Son of God).  and we’ll always have both of those until Jesus comes.  

F. The Apostle is the first of the five FTMG given by Jesus to the Church. Eph 4:11, 1Cor 12:28.

G. An Apostle has authority only in the church he was sent to and founded or helped found - no 
     others. For example, Paul wasn’t an apostle sent to the Jerusalem church. 1Cor 9:1-2.

H. Therefore Paul had had no authority in the Jerusalem Church. Gal 2:1-2, 7-9.)

___. However after the original Apostles died and the Bible was completed, there was no more need for apostles in the Church today.    
___. An Apostle has authority only in the church he was sent to and founded or helped found - no others. 

___. Therefore Paul had had no authority in the Corinthian Church.
