II. The Types of Apostle

A. Jesus, the Chief apostle. 
 1) He was a ‘sent one’ from the Father to make atonement for the sins of the world. Jn 5:30, Heb 
     3:1-2. He is the only one who had ‘Anointing on His ministry w/o measure’ Jn 3:34.

 2) In addition to being the first apostle, Jesus stood at the head of the list in each ministry gift. 
     Jesus held all the 5-fold ministry gifts with a power and anointing w/o measure, a degree of 
     anointing that no one else will ever have. 
B. Foundational Apostles. anointing by measure, Eph 4:7, 4:13,
 1. The Apostles of the Lamb - 12 who saw and worked with Jesus in the flesh. Rev 21:14,     
      Qualifications: Acts 1:15-22. They didn’t found churches. They:
    a) Preached the gospel.

    b) were eyewitnesses of Jesus’ earthly ministry,

    c) were eye-witnesses of Jesus resurrection. 

    d) Therefore, Paul couldn’t qualify for an “Apostle of the Lamb”.

 2. Other Apostles such as Saul (Paul),Barnabas, James, etc, These  didn’t actually see and work 
     with Jesus in the flesh and weren’t witnesses of His resurrection, but did write many of the 
     Epistles, establish doctrine and did early foundational work. 
    a. Since there are no more foundational apostles, there will be no more added to the Word. 
        Rev 22:18-19.

    b. Known by the signs and wonders and gifts of the Spirit operating in their ministry. Acts 
        2:43, 4:33, 5:12, 2Cor 12:12
C. Non Foundational, anointing by measure.
 1. The persons operating as apostles today are mostly called “missionaries”.
 2. True missionaries are called by God & sent by Holy Spirit to those who haven’t “heard”.
 3. Not necessarily those sent by Missionary Boards.

 4. The power, revelation and anointing in modern day non-foundational apostles is not as  
     strong and has not the same authority as in the foundational apostle.

 5. The non-foundational apostle cannot add to the Word or to Christian doctrine.

 6. They will be known by (from Kenneth E. Hagin’s “The Ministry Gifts”, 1993):

   a)  They will be an accomplished teacher and preacher of the Word,

   b)  They will have outstanding spiritual gifts,

   c)  They will have a deep, personal experience with the Lord,

   d)  They will have the power and ability to establish churches – especially in remote areas.

   e)  They will be able to provide spiritual leadership.
