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The Five, Full Time Ministries – The Prophet
I. The Prophet - Eph 4:11
A. Are There Prophets Today? Yes, most definitely. Eph 4:13
B. What is a New Testament Prophet? 
  1. He’s primarily an inspired Preacher and/or a Teacher of the Word. 
      John: A Prophet: Mt 11:9-11, He primarily preached: Mt 3:1. 
      Jesus: A Prophet plus…: Mk 13:57, He primarily, preached, taught and healed: Mt 4:23 
      Paul: A Prophet +Teacher and later, Apostle: Acts 13:1, He preached and taught: 2Tim 1:11. 
      As with all the FTM, the ministry should be built on the Word, not GOS, signs and wonders.
    a. His Preaching will often include a sudden inspiration (not something pre-planned)..
    b. His Teaching will also often include sudden inspiration more than the Pastor or the Teacher.
  2. As the Spirit wills, He will often speak by light of a sudden inspiration or revelation at the 
      moment.
  3. The mission of the Prophet is identical to the other FTMG, Eph 4:12,14. 
II. Old Testament Prophets

A.  One FTMG that existed in the OT, was the Prophet, but his ministry was different. 
B.  Eph 4:11-13. The OT  Prophet’s ministry was different because back then there were no 
     saints to perfect,  no BOC to edify, no Son of God to know, no faith to have unity in. 
C. Even though they were called “seers” in OT, but they didn’t know everything. 
D. They also, like the NT prophet, as the Spirit willed, had the WOW, WOK, DOS, Prophecy 
      operating in their ministry.
  1.  People would go to them for guidance. That is not to be the case today. Rom 8:14, Jn 14:26, 
      16:13. We are to use the Word and out inner witness for guidance – not some person. 
  2. The main difference. The spirits of OT people were dead. Today, as Christians the Holy 
      Spirit indwells our spirit which is a very BIG difference. 

E. Therefore God will not use the NT prophet to guide us so we should not seek it. 
F. Every believer needs to learn to follow the Spirit of God’s leading for themselves. Rom 8:14.

III. Differences Between A Prophet and the Simple Gift of Prophecy. 
  A. A layman is not a prophet just because he or she may use the gift of prophesy to E. E. or C.
  B. There are no Prophets among the laity.
  C. There is a difference between the Prophet and those who prophesy. Acts 11:27-28, 21:8-11.
