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The Five, Full Time Ministries – The Teacher, Part 2
II. Characteristics of the Teaching Gift.

A. 10 Characteristics of the Teacher as I have learned them
  1. The Teacher will have a devotion to the Word.

  2. The Teacher will have love of scripture with utter belief that all scripture is inspired. 
  3. The Teacher has a belief that all problems of life may be solved by strict adherence to what 
      God’s Word says about the subject. To him, it is simply. “Apply the Word and it will work.”
  4. The Teacher will be faithful to the Word – not tradition or man-made rules. 

  5. The Teacher will be a student of the Word.

  6. The Teacher will have an organized approach usually with notes and/or an outline.

  7. The Teacher will have a reasoned approach to the Word w/ scripture used as his final proof.

  8. The Teacher will often teach topically, but this requires a thorough knowledge of the Word. 
  9. The Teacher will be gentle with the people he teaches - never harsh. 2 Tim 2:24-25
  10. Like the Preacher, the Teacher will teach on the “What” of things, but, sometimes unlike the 
        preacher, the teacher will follow the “What” by telling the people “How” to do it.

B. Teaching, possibly unlike preaching, lends itself to impromptu ministry. Mt 5:1-2.

  1. Teachers can sit and teach in an informal setting with no pacing to and fro, no real emotion, 
      just a reasoned discourse with scripture used as proof, and yet be supernatural with real 
      revelation and anointing from God
  2.  Here are some scripture examples from Jesus’ teaching ministry of Jesus just sitting and 
       teaching: Matt 5:1-2, Matt 26:55, Mark 4:1, Luke 5:3, John 8:2

Not once do the gospels say Jesus stood and taught. This is interesting to me because I just sat for years and taught quietly, whereas preachers need to walk around and sometimes shout and I wondered why they did that because, at the time, I didn’t understand the difference between the teaching and preaching gifts.
C. Just because the teacher’s primary job is teaching does not mean that GOH or laying on of hands for healing or leading people salvation and the BITHS may not be ministered as well.
  1. Luke 5:17-25. As Jesus taught, the power of the Lord was present to heal.

  2. Luke 6:6,10. As Jesus taught he healed a man that had a withered hand.
  3. Luke 13:10-13. As Jesus taught, He healed a woman who was bent and couldn’t straighten.
