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 The Five, Full Time Ministries – The Teacher, Part 3
III. The Teacher’s Duties 
A. The Teacher “Waters” God’s Garden.  
  1. God has a garden – us. John 15:1-5      
  2. Apollos was a teacher. Acts 18:24-28.  These people Apollos “helped much” were already 
      saved. This is the teacher’s audience. He will help the people grow.
  3. Apollos watered God’s Garden, 1Cor 3:6-9.  Paul likens Apollos’ teaching ministry to 
      ‘watering’. The Apostle or Evangelist or really anyone who preaches salvation will plant the 
       word of salvation in a person’s heart. When a true teacher with the teaching gift teaches, it 
       will being life and refreshing and growth much as watering a plant brings life and refreshing 
       and growth to the plant. 

  4. The watering process is an ongoing process until harvest.  Mark 6:6 YLT, Rom 10:17. 
      Why? Rom 10:17: Faith cometh by hearing and hearing by the Word of God…
      Therefore, there are two aspects of the teacher’s ministry: 

      a) To plant new faith in areas they have not yet heard (hearing).
      b) To reinforce and confirm their faith on what they have already heard and then, also, bring 
           new  truth (hearing & hearing).
B. The Teacher Builds Up the BOC and Helps it Grow. Eph 4:11-15, 1P 2:2.
The teacher will bring growth to the BOC much as milk brings growth to a baby. But they must desire this growth, and place themselves in a position to receive it - much as those who have voluntarily enrolled in this school or any other place they may receive teaching of God’s Word.

C. The teacher teaches the Word, not his own pet doctrine. 2 Tim 3:16-17.
IV. Final Thoughts

A. The Teacher and Pastor are probably the two most important ministry gifts to the Church.
  1. Their ministry is mainly to the BOC, whereas the other 3 FTMG have their ministry more 
      divided between believers and non-believers.

  2. If the Pastor does not have the teaching gift, he needs to see that he brings in a teacher once 
      in a while to aid in the growth and maturing of the flock entrusted to his care. 

B.  We need to keep in mind that God in His wisdom chose the 5 FTMG.

      They complete the need the BOC and the world have for full time ministry. Without  
       recognizing and utilizing the FTMG to their fullest, we will never be what God wants as a 
       Church. No man, woman or ministry is an island – we need one another. 1 Cor 12:14-25
