  The Lay Ministries - Part 1, An Introduction
I. Our Three Lists of  Ministries And What They Tell Us
A. Eph 4:11. Here we have the 5 FTMG listed. They are the A,P,E,P and T. 
B. 1Cor 12:1,4-11, 27-29. It is my belief obtained by studying these passages, that the gifts and ministries listed in this chapter include all the gifts and ministries given to the BOC. 
C. I believe the Evangelist is inferred in “miracles then “gifts of healings”. 

 I believe the “miracles then “gifts of healings” mentioned here means we are talking about what would later be called the Evangelist, when the book of Ephesians would be written, to describe the ministry of our only example of an Evangelist – Philip the Evangelist (Acts 8:5-13). 

D. I also believe the pastor is inferred in the ministry of  “governments”

Here we have the ministry “governments” listed. This word is in the Greek is “kubernesis”  which Vine’s dictionary says kubernesis means "to guide"  "to govern", “to steer”, or “to pilot". And then Vine says about the word “kubernesis”: “It is said of those who act as guides in a local church” (from Vine's Expository Dictionary of Biblical Words). Strong’s definition is similar. He says kubernesis means “directorship in the church.” Therefore, I believe what would be later called the Pastor was described by the gift he has -  which was providing leadership in the local church. He governed it, he steered it, he guided it, he led it. He was the pastor. 

E.  We see one more ministry in this list we have not encountered before– yet , as we will find, a very important  ministry - the ministry of  “Helps”. 
II. The Ministry of Helps.

The word itself in the Greek is antilepsis (an-til'-ape-sis) which Strong says the word means “relief”. Thayer goes a little further, He says the word means: 1) a laying hold of (to assist), 2) to aid, to help. And Vine says antilepsis properly signifies "a laying hold of, an exchange", "so as “to support”; or, "a help". It is mentioned in 1 Cor. 12:28, as one of the ministrations in the local church, by way of “rendering assistance”, perhaps especially of "help ministered to the weak and needy”. 
Vine says this ministry is: “Not official functionaries are in view in the term "helps," but rather the functioning of those who, like the household of Stephanas, devote themselves to ministering to the saints” (1Cor 16:15,17). 15 I beseech you, brethren, (ye know the house of Stephanas, that it is the firstfruits of Achaia, and that they have addicted themselves to the ministry of the saints,)16That ye submit yourselves unto such, and to every one that helpeth with us, and laboureth. 17
I am glad of the coming of Stephanas and Fortunatus and Achaicus: for that which was lacking on your part they have supplied.

I believe it is this last ministry, “helps” which is dropped right in the middle of these other gifts and ministries – and only here - that has special significance for the lay person as we will see later in the next lesson. Also, even though “helps” is only mentioned once as a ministry, I believe it is broken down into sub-ministries, which I call the “Lay Ministries”, in Rom 12:6-8, as we will also see next lesson. I believe we will come to see these lay ministries may be the most pervasive, essential, and, perhaps, important ministries in the BOC. What us even more surprising and sobering, is that God has saved these ministries for the lay person–you and I.
