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The Lay Ministries - Part 2,  Teaching
I. Summary 
A. The Lay Person. Rom 12:1-6. 

  Definition of Lay Person: A man or woman who is a believer but not a FTM. 

  Definition of the Laity: All Lay Persons taken as a group; i.e. the BOC minus the FTM.

  Definition of the Lay Ministry Gift (LMG): A Ministry Gift assigned by God to a Lay Person.

B. The Lay Person’s ‘Ministry Gift’ is Part of the ‘Ministry’ of Helps’ (MOH) 1Cor 12:28
1. The Lay Person like the FTM, have a Ministry that can be found somewhere under the MOH. 
2. The MOH is a very broad ministry. It could be anything – that helps. 
C. The Lay Ministries under the “Ministry of Helps” Rom 12:6-8. 

  1. He (or she) that ministers,

  2. He (or she) that teaches,

  3. He (or she) that exhorts,

  4. He (or she) that gives,

  5. He (or she) that rules,

  6. He or she that shows mercy. You’ll find yourself somewhere in here if you’re not a FTM.
D. Four Facts About The Lay Ministry Gifts

  1. The above list contains all the basic gifts God gives Lay people. 
  2. We have “gifts differing” (Rom 12:5,6). No one will have all, but all will have at least one.

  3. From the MOH, some will later be called to the FTM.
  4. The lay ministry gifts are no less supernatural than the FTMG.

II. The Lay Gift of Teaching
A. In Rom 12:7, we’re not talking about FTM of Teacher as we were in Eph 4:11 & 1Cor 12:28. 

B. Difference between the Teacher, a FTMG, and “he that teacheth”, a LMG.

  1. The Teacher is a full time ministry. That’s what He IS as a full time ministry.

  2. “He that teacheth” is a lay person w/a LMG of teaching. That is what He does.
  3. Real world parallels…
  4. Since both the LMG of teaching and the FTMG of teacher are ordained by God and each has 
      a supernatural gift from God, one is not necessarily more anointed than the other.
III. Possible Bible Example of the Lay Teaching Gift:

A. Timothy was never formally identified in the NT as a Teacher or Apostle, or any other FTM, but the Bible says in several places that Timothy did some teaching or was to continue teaching.
  1. Paul tells Timothy to teach so that others may teach as well. 2Tim 2:2, 
  2. He also tells Timothy to be “apt to teach” in 2Tim 2:24-25, 
  3. Paul tells Timothy to teach the brethren certain things. 1Tim 4:1-6, 11,
  4. He also tells Timothy to remember he has a gift and to stir it up. 2Tim 1:6-8, 13-14.

___. All lay persons have a LMG, but they will differ from one individual to another.
___. The lay person’s ‘ministry gift’ is Part of the ‘Ministry’ of Helps’ (MOH).
___. The MOH is a very broad ministry with a very broad name “Helps”. It could be anything that helps. It’s the most general ministry in the Bible.

___. The lay gift may not be as spectacular or as widely known as the FTMG, but it’s cumulative helpful effect on the world and the BOC may be even greater than that of the FTM since there are so many more of us.
