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 The Lay Ministries - Part 4, Giving
I. “He that Giveth” Is A Sub-Ministry Under the MOH.

A. “He that giveth” is one of the 6 sub-ministries under the MOH. 1Cor 12:28, Rom 12:8.

We use the gift, as all sub-ministry gifts, according the proportion of faith given. Rom 12:3-6
II. “Giving with Simplicity” KJV 
A. “Giving” The word “giveth” used in Rom 12:8 is the gr. word ”metadidomi”; which means to give over a part of, or to impart something of value to another on a permanent basis. 
B. “Giving with Simplicity”. “Simplicity” (KJV) is the gr. word ” haplotes (hap-lot'-ace) -  when used together with giving it means the giving over to another person or group, a generous bestowal of some material possession and doing so without self-seeking, and with liberality. 
III. Bible Examples
A. The person with this gift gives much more than required by the Christian’s tithe and offerings.

1. Abraham. Abraham was willing to sacrifice his son based entirely on God’s request, so God counted that as giving his son.  I believe, since, by the law of sowing and reaping, Abraham was willing to sow his son, God sowed His Son so we could reap Eternal Life in Him. Gal 6:7-8 
2. God the Father. Due to Abraham’s obedience in being willing to sow his son, he received back a multitude of sons and daughters in accordance with God’s covenant promise. So too the Father willingly gave His Son (Jn 3:16), to receive back many sons and daughters. Jn 12:23-24. 

3. Dorcas (Acts 9:36-41). Here is  a woman known by what she did for others, She’s is described as a woman “full of good works and alms deeds which she did” and giving clothing she had made to widows in need. Dorcas had not yet lived out her days and she was doing much good for the kingdom of God, so God enabled Dorcas to continue blessing people and witnessing to the Love of God in action.
4. Cornelius. Cornelius, a Roman Centurion,  gave “much” alms (Acts 10:1-8, 44-48). Here’s a man who prayed to God always and gave much alms and wasn’t even a Christian. So, Cornelius was rewarded with the gospel being preached to him and then receiving the Lord as Savior and also receiving the baptism in the Holy Spirit because he ‘thirsted’ for God. Mt 5:6.
5. The Philippians. Paul told the Philippians in Phil 4:15-19 that God would supply ALL their needs due to the faithful giving they had done.

B. The lesson in these examples is that the there is a sub-ministry gift given to the lay person by God called “ generous or exceptional giving” that, because of the law of sowing and reaping, is rewarded if done in faith with love. In many cases the giver will receive back in like form of what he gave, just as if a farmer plants corn, he receives corn back. In 2Cor 9:6-10 giving is even referred to as “sowing”, and in Galatians as “sowing and reaping”, Gal 6:7-9. Thus, the giver plants a seed.
